Water proof jacket, trousers & socks.  
Always waterproof socks, dont forget Side stand 

support disc for soft ground 
Lightweight tent,chair,mattress. Small stove for a 

morning cuppa! 
Always bag liner or put clothes in bin bags. Check 

oils,tyre pressure, also make sure road side recovery is 
up to date. iPhone on quad lock for sat Nav and a back 

up battery  
charger

1) Wearing weather proof motorcycle jacket and gloves. Cannot do without breakdown 
recovery policy. High vis vest is essential on motorways and law if breakdown on a 

motorway abroad.
2) kit tips , I always take light walking over trousers easy to pack and good on a cold 

morning.
3) packing tips , roll your clothes up rather than folding , stops creasing and you can 

pack more, I always take a good first aid kit , don’t take lots of evening wear remember 
it’s a biker trip you won’t wear it.

4) Check tyre pressure’s and adjust suspension for extra load , use quality tie downs for 
luggage you will be surprised how it settles on a long journey, luggage liners are a 

must as is tyre pressure gauge, don’t take loads of tool’s there’s not much you can do on 
roadside that’s what your breakdown policy is for. Take a map it will be a godsend when 

your sat nav packs in as they all do .

Very Important Points (VIPs) From the Head Road Captain
•	At ALL junctions (and roundabouts) if you cannot see anyone 
marking the junction then the direction of travel is straight 
ahead.
•	At roundabouts the exit will ALWAYS be marked, if you don’t 
see anyone at the first or second exit keep turning right until 
you do.
•	You MUST NOT re-join the pack until indicated to do so by 
the BM, if you leave the junction too early any riders behind 
you will not know which way to go.
•	If the BM cannot slow down enough to allow you to re-join 
the pack in front of them then pull out into traffic safely 
behind the BM and overtake him/her when you are signalled to 
do so.  If you get stuck and cannot get out immediately then 
do so asap and CATCH UP.
•	REMEMBER! YOUR SAFETY IS ULTIMATELY YOUR 
RESPONSIBILITY!
•	DO NOT obstruct other traffic, be careful to ensure that 
your position when marking a junction or turn off DOES NOT 
cause problems for other road users. MOST PEOPLE WON’T 
REALISE WHAT YOU ARE DOING ANYWAY!
•	When marking a junction, stop in a position which ensures 
that you can be seen clearly and in plenty of time for the 
following group to indicate & position themselves safely and 
in good time to make the turn. There is no point in STOPPING 
WHERE YOU CAN’T BE SEEN, only to watch all the bikes ride 
past you and miss the turn!
•	If the ride becomes ‘strung out’ the LRC will pull over, 
usually at a lay-by to allow the ride to RE-ASSEMBLE 
SAFELY.
•	KEEP THE PACK AS TIGHT AS POSSIBLE, WHEN OTHER 
TRAFFIC GETS IN AMONGST US IT CAN BE VERY DANGEROUS! 
DON’T ALLOW BIG GAPS TO APPEAR BETWEEN RIDERS, IT’S 
NOT SAFE!
