Well it’s finally here, time to take off the dust sheets, get the bikes out and start those engines. I don’t 
know about you but I’m ready for this season’s riding and the club’s ride outs arranged.  
 
The Road Captains have done another great job filling the calendar for us all, so why not plan when you 
will join us by reviewing the ride out calendar. Click here  

Here is a reminder of our guidelines for riding as part of a group, but don’t forget, we have also 
introduced a buddy system for those on their first ride if they wish to take it up? If you do, just simply 
speak to any of the road captains and they will arrange this for you. It will not only help you understand 
the 2nd rider drop off system (2RDO) much quicker, but will also give you more  confidence. 

On the following page you’ll find a link to the official guidance “How We Ride”, please familiarise 
yourselves with it. It really isn’t that difficult and these are the main reasons why we do it.
 
•Prevents riders from getting lost, even on complex or unfamiliar routes
•Allows for fluid and flexible group riding without constant stops
•Accommodates different riding speeds and experience levels
•Enables safe and socially enjoyable riding
•Encourages riders to stay alert and engaged throughout the ride
 
In addition, it is important that you ride to the road conditions at all times, which means you ride and 
position yourselves where it is best and safest for you.  
 
We do not ride in a rigid system all the time, we ride in a fluid and flexible system. Staggered riding is 
best done at low speeds or on roads that are long, straight or wide enough.  
 
Remember to leave a 4 second gap between you and the bike in front of you, after all LHD do not want a 
workshop full of front and rear end rebuilds. 

Be vigilant of the road ahead and your surroundings at all times, and always be aware that the rider in 
front of you (especially if on the left of you) may need to pull out to pass something, so we’ll have none 
of that gazing at how cool you look or how shiny your chrome looks in the shop window reflections as 
you pass by. 

Also remember that not everyone rides at the same speed all of the time, obviously we will be sticking 
to speed limits, but it’s inevitable that we’ll hit slow moving or stationary traffic. Whether you want to 
overtake or filter is up to you, do not feel pressured to keep up.  
 
If you trust the system, you will not get lost, there is always a Road Captain who acts as a back marker 
and knows the route. 

Regarding our Road Captains, (and what a mighty fine bunch of individuals they are!), Not only are they fit 
and handsome but they are also First Aid trained and are there to look after your welfare the best that 
they can.  
 
Not only are they prepared to wear those beautiful and fetching hi-vis jackets, so are their equally 
generous pillions too!  
 
They cannot, however, block junctions or hold traffic up on the rides, which is something they may have 
done in the past, this is a new rule that we will be abiding by with immediate effect in accordance with 
the Harley Owners Group guidelines. 

Finally, the only thing that remains to be said is we look forward to seeing you all, and ….. ENJOY THE 
RIDE 🤘

HOG On The Humber HOG On The Humber 
A Look Back At A Legendary Ride....A Look Back At A Legendary Ride....

 
On Sunday 15 June 2003, the inaugural HOG on the Humber charity ride roared into life. 
  
The initial idea from the AV Committee, partnering with the Humber Bridge Committee gathering 
as many bikes, of all makes and models, as possible, soon became one of our Chapter’s most iconic 
events. More than just a ride, it was a spectacular convoy across the Humber Bridge, uniting riders 
from far and wide for a charitable cause. 
 
Riding for Local Children’s Charities. 
From the beginning, HOG on the Humber was a completely charitable venture. Every penny raised 
(minus the bridge tolls) went directly to local children’s charities. 
In that first year, riders contributed £10 per bike, kicking off a tradition that would continue until 
2017, raising thousands of pounds for deserving causes across our region. 
 
A Weekend of Community and Celebration. 
Participants didn’t just show up to ride, they arrived the 
night before for, free camping at Driffield Showground 
(later moving to Brantingham Park), music, laughter and 
camaraderie. As well as the chance to forge lifelong 
friendships with fellow riders. 
The next morning, AV UK escorted groups to the Bridge 
View meeting point, gathering into a mass formation for 
the spectacular crossing across the iconic Humber Bridge. 
 
Supporting Worthy Causes Year After Year 
One memorable milestone was in 2012, when the event 
proudly raised £5,000 for the Oliver Field Appeal. 
 

Evolution into the Chapter Rally 
Over time, the event expanded, eventually becoming the 
backbone of our annual Chapter rally. However, in 2017/18, 
operational changes at the Humber Bridge meant AV UK could 
no longer host the rally there. 
From this challenge came renewal, Roar on the Moor was 
born, and a new chapter of our history began. 
 
Honouring the Past, Riding Into the Future 
Despite the transition to new venues and new traditions, 
our Chapter still pays homage to the spirit of HOG on the 
Humber. Each year, we continue with a Humber Bridge rideout, 
sometimes paired with a camping weekend, keeping the 
memories alive and the wheels turning. 
 
Should We Bring It Back? 
As we look back fondly on everything this event meant to our 
riders, our community, and our charities, an important question 
arises: 
Should we reinstate HOG on the Humber as a charity event and 
rally venue?

Training Pays off  Training Pays off  
(quicker than you’d expect)(quicker than you’d expect)

Back in early February, our Road Captains ditched 
the handlebars for bandages and headed off to a 
motorcycle‑specific first aid course. 
Organised by our Head Road Captain, Mark, the 
idea was simple: 
boost safety and make sure we’re prepared if 
anything ever goes wrong on a ride. 
What Mark didn’t expect was just how soon that 
new knowledge would be put to the test…

… the timing couldn’t have been more unbelievable. 
Within just a few days of completing the first‑aid course, 
that freshly learned knowledge was put into action — for 
real. 
A driver suffered a medical episode right outside the gates 
of Andy F’s business… 
Yes, the very same place where the training had happened 
only days earlier! 
Our assistant Head Road Captain didn’t hesitate. 
he reacted instantly — calm, confident, and coordinated — 
just like they’d practised. 
Thanks to skills he’d only just gained, he assisted and 
helped manage the scene, until emergency services arrived. 

As if one real‑world emergency wasn’t enough to prove 
the value of the training… it happened again. 
Only days later, that same first‑aid knowledge was called 
into action..again! 
This time it was Mick C who found himself in the right 
place at the right time. 
Coming across a collision where a motorcyclist had gone 
straight into the front of a car, Mick didn’t hesitate,He 
sprang into action like he’d been doing it for years. 
Using the skills he’d just picked up on the course, Mick: 
🏍️  Checked the rider for injuries 
🩹 Identified and supported a  suspected broken wrist 
🛑 Took steps to prevent further harm until help arrived 
Calm. Controlled. Focused. 
Exactly what you hope for when a fellow biker is in 
trouble. 
Another moment where training, confidence, and quick 
thinking made all the difference — and another reason to 
be proud of the team we have.
